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Co-curricular activities for the P1-3 DTS
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With the life-wide learning grant, a new experiential learning
activity called Pet Day was organised for primary two students.
Several teachers brought their pets to the event, where pet owners
introduced their animals to the students and facilitated interaction
with various types of animals, including a spider, snake, dog, two
cats, and a parrot. A reptile company also showcased different
reptiles, allowing students to learn about the needs of various
animals and observe uncommon pets like sugar gliders and
chameleons. Feedback from student questionnaire indicated high
enthusiasm for learning about pets, particularly the less common
species. The questionnaire also shows that students were able to
demonstrate their learning after the whole theme was completed.
Moreover, primary one students celebrated their 100th day as
Rosians on 3rd December,24. Teachers designed a learning
booklet and activities to reinforce Unit 1 lessons, with increased
support from parent volunteers and English ambassadors. The
students thoroughly enjoyed the celebration of their first-grade
experiences.

English Ambassador Programme

10/2024 - 5/2025
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A variety of English activities were arranged to broaden the scope
of horizons of English Ambassadors. Participating in an African
drum class as an extracurricular activity offers students a unique
opportunity to explore thythm, culture, and teamwork, enhancing
their musical skills while fostering a sense of community. This
engaging experience promotes self-expression and creativity,
allowing students to connect with diverse traditions. Additionally,
meeting with a snake to learn about wildlife provides hands-on
educational insights into animal behavior and conservation,
encouraging curiosity and respect for nature. Students have
expressed their enthusiasm for these activities in their
questionnaires, highlighting their enjoyment and appreciation for
the learning experiences. Together, these activities enrich students'
learning experiences and promote personal growth. Besides,
engaging in a Rocket Car STEM project offers students numerous
benefits that extend beyond basic academic skills. Through this
hands-on activity, students can enhance their understanding of
fundamental scientific concepts such as forces, motion, and energy
transfer. The project fosters creativity as they design and build
their own rocket cars, encouraging innovative problem-solving and
critical thinking. Additionally, working collaboratively in teams
helps improve communication and teamwork skills, essential for
success in future endeavors. As students experiment with different
materials and designs, they learn the importance of trial and error,
resilience, and adaptability.
